	· 90% less radiation than non-digital film

· Faster processing / Greater efficiency
	· Exposure to radiation (minimal)

	Fillings
     Initial ______
	· Eliminate decay

· Relieve pain

· Protect a sensitive surface
	· Tooth sensitivity to hot, cold, or air

· Potential need of root canal therapy (during the filling prep, decay removal may cause the nerve in tooth to die)

	Hygiene, Scaling, and Root Planing
     Initial ______
	· Prevents Gum Disease

· Decreases gum inflammation

· Reduces periodontal pockets 
· Promotes a healthy mouth
	· Sensitive teeth (temporary)

· Sensitive gums (temporary)

	Local Anesthetic
     Initial ______
	· Voids pain during procedure / treatment
	· Swelling, bruising, or soreness around injection site

· Numbness (temporary) outside mouth, causing an eyelid or mouth to droop

· Severe allergic or life threatening reaction necessitating emergency care
